They refer to something we might call “traits,ays in
which each of us is oriented to helping build ud grow the community... by teaching others about €hhy caring
for the sick and the needy; by organizing; by offgwise words to others; by sharing knowledge &loou tradition; by
being able to talk about what is wrong in the wovlitiat doesn’'t seem to conform to God’s will for bg being
someone who can be counted on to pitch in. Thesadarthings we learn to do; they are traits ofgtheple we are
naturally inclined to be.

When | look around at the people of St. Mark’seé shose gifts at work here, as well. Like Padgily thank God for
the people whose gifts of administration, compasdieaching, wisdom, and faith allow me to exeraigeown gifts of
ministry and leadership, so that through all oftbe,whole community is enriched and strengthened.

And | am certain that we've only scratched theacef What gifts has God given us that remain asntaipped, still
waiting to be discovered? If past experience is@uige, the gifts that have not yet found full eegsion will prove to
be many and rich indeed — and identifying and esgirg them will bring new abundance to our lifeetiger.

During Epiphany and Lent, we will begin the procekdiscovering those gifts. This is not the kifdearning that most
of us associate with mastering algebra or thecaties of English grammar. The process will relgnvig on sitting
together and telling stories — stories about ouddkbod, about our hopes and dreams, about ouiare$hip with God
and each other. We will read a book together talgestory-telling started, and then we will listerone another, and
pray with and for one another. And we’'ll see whappens!

It has been my experience that naming and celapratir spiritual gifts can be transformationalbath individual lives
and in the life of the church. I look forward todemtaking that journey of discovery with all of you
